While we will make every
effort to give you your first choice we reserve the right to put your child in your second choice
due to class size. Spaces cannot be held or guaranteed. Registration is date stamped and
processed for all members in good standing. All others will be processed once the account is
current. Please call the CBA Treasurer if there are questions about an account or if special
financial consideration is needed. Your deposit (per child) must be included with registration
material.

RELIGIOUS SCHOOL DURING B’NAI MITZVAH YEAR
All students must be enrolled in Religious School and attend classes regularly at the time of
their Bar or Bat Mitzvah, whether the date of their Bar or Bat Mitzvah occurs in their seventh,
eighth or ninth grade year. All students are expected to complete the full school year,
September — May, for which they enroll.
